Merit Awards for RID, Class 1 mares and geldings and Class 2 mares in Great Britain

If you wish to apply for merit awards for your mare or gelding, please complete the online form post it to the IDHS
(GB) Office along with documentary evidence (for example, print outs from British Dressage/British Eventing
websites) of your mare/gelding’s achievements.

Class 2 mares are eligible for merit awards based on the performance of their progeny only. This is in line with the
recommendation of the Task Force for the Irish Draught Breeding Policy Review (2014).

Geldings must have been inspected and classified as Class 1 to be eligible for merit awards in their own right.

Older geldings who, historically, were assigned their dam’s grade without inspection are not eligible, because they
have not been inspected.
