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Membership subscriptions and benefits effective from 1 January 2025 
The Council has decided that in view of the economic situation, there is no change to our fees for 2025, with one exception. The only change this year relates to Joint Membership, which has increased by £5. 
It is very important that joint members note the following: 
· You do not have to live at the same address. 
· Joint members receive one set of communications. 
· You must nominate one single address to receive communications when you first take out joint membership. 
· Joint membership automatically results in any horses registered in either of those names being in joint ownership. Do not apply for joint membership unless you accept this rule.
Young people under the age of 21 years receive a discount on their full membership fees. In the year of their 21st birthday, they become liable for the adult membership fee.
